Feng Shui is much about ultimately creating harmony within.  It is important when choosing your 
Feng Shui adjustments that you choose something that feels good to you.  My thoughts in advising 
people of their Feng Shui needs is to educate you as to the “why”, provide several “how’s”, but 
ultimately, the final “what” is yours.

finding a marriage partner.  When I suggested that he place something that suggested relationships in a 
certain location, said he knew exactly what that would be and left the room.  He came back with a picture of 
the Eiffel Tower, and proudly displayed the “answer” to me.  As this was obviously his without a doubt solution, 
I politely asked how it represented relationships to him.  His answer was: “Paris!  It’s the city of love!”  
Needless to say, he met his future wife shortly afterwards and they make a wonderful match.  I feel certain 
that his choice of a Feng Shui resolution opened up a much wider door than had I insisted he put something 
there of my own choice.
